
The range is a re-badging of wines released in previous vintages 
under the Long Flat Wine Company label. They consists of several 
varietal wines sourced from regions where they have been 
successful: sauvignon blanc from the Adelaide Hills,  riesling from 
the Clare Valley, chardonnay from the Yarra, caberner from 
Coonawarra and shiraz from the Barossa.

This is lively,  juicy and ridiculously easy drinking yet with a depth of 
clean, fresh ripe plummy flavours.  It’s a modern fruity style with 
little oak influence.  An ideal quaffer.
