
This red continues the pattern of easy, reasonably 
priced drinking. The wine is brick red and has 
mocha coffee scents. Lively blood plum flavour 
shows on the front of the palate and anise, herb 
and candied cherry fruit characters meld with the 
savoury oak. Smooth minty tannins show at the 
finish.
 
It would be good with pizza, beef lasagne or 
barbecued sausages and steak.
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
